DIRECTIONS FOR USE: 

• Shake gently before use. Protect from freezing.

• Usage: For Light Duty - Add 1/2oz. to 20oz. distilled water (40:1 ratio) 

 For Med. to Heavy Duty - Add 1oz. to 20oz. distilled water (20:1 ratio)

• Tap water can be used, however, distilled water will improve 
 cleaning action and reduce water spots when drying.

• Rinse solution from parts with distilled water after cleaning, if needed. 
 If solution is clean, simply remove piece without rinsing and solution 
 will provide some rust protection for parts until proper oiling can occur.

• Dry and oil parts immediately after rinsing, to prevent rust.

• Specifically designed to clean steel & stainless steel. 

 Do not use on non-anodized (bare) aluminum or other non-ferrous metals.
